The motion passed unanimously.

Teri Dugi made a motion to approve the previous Board Minutes as presented. The motion was seconded by
Mauro Monita and passed unanimously.

Business Manager Becky Stewart reviewed the current Financial Reports and Stockdale ISD bills provided to
the Board, and answered questions concerning the reports.
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Business Manager, Becky Stewart provided information on the 2021-20221 Budget Amendment.

Mr. Fuller made a recommendation to approve the 2021-2022 Budget Amendment as presented. A motion was
made by Craig Clancy and seconded by Tanner Voelkel to accept the recommendation. The motion passed
unanimously.

Mr. Fuller made a recommendation to accept the Adult Meal Rate for Child Nutrition as presented. With Adult
Meals at $4.11 for lunch and $2.35 for breakfast. A motion was made by Barry Osborne and seconded by
Blaine Akin to accept the recommendation. The motion passed unanimously.
